RULES
1.1
These SBYC Club Handicap Racing Fleet (CHRF) races will be governed by the

2001-2004 Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the USSA, (except as are altered

by these sailing instructions), and by these sailing instructions. 

1.2
Competitors shall be equipped with safety equipment for PHRF Category III or as

a minimum Category IV races.

1.3
To become eligible for race trophies, participant must first have completed three

Fleet races to establish a handicap rating.

2
ENTRIES

Eligible yachts will be considered entered by completing the SBYC Race Entry Form (a one time requirement) and submitted to the SBYC Handicap Fleet mail drop at the club office.  First time competitors will be assigned handicap ratings by the SBYC Handicap Fleet Committee.

NOTICE TO COMPETITORS
3.1
This race will be a mass start.
3.2
If the race check-in (paragraph 2.1) was not completed, competitors shall announce

their entry over VHF Channel 71 at least 30 minutes prior to their start.

3.3
Competitors shall monitor VHF Channel 71.

3.2
The Club’s time clock will be used by the Race Committee as the official timing

device and will made be available for skippers to set their timers.

4
SKIPPERS MEETING
There will not be a skippers meeting prior to the race.

5
CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Changes to these sailing instructions will be posted on the chalkboard located on the 

lower deck one hour prior to the start of the race.  
6
THE COURSE

6.1
Course to be sailed will be from the starting line between F and G marks, leaving the Santa Barbara Bell buoy to starboard, oil platform “A” to port, platform “B” to   starboard, and finish between the mooring buoy and platform “Grace” to starboard.  Platform Grace is located at Lat. 34' 10.77"N, and Long.  119" 28.07"W.

6.2
The measured course distance is 17.7 nm.

THE START

Signal cones will be used for the start of the races and shall be raised and reach the

Yardarm and the starting gun fired when the starting sequence reaches the following times:

RECALLS

The Race Committee will attempt to identify the over early boat(s) on Channel 71.

9
THE FINISH

9.1
The finish line will be between platform Grace (starboard) and its work buoy (port). 

If there is no work buoy, each competitor will finish when platform Grace bears 225 degrees magnetic and is within 100 yards.   Should the Race Committee elect to shorten the course, the finish line will be between platforms “A” and “B” when platform “B” bears 045 
degrees magnetic.  Race distance for the shortened course is 5.3 nm.

9.2
Each competitor shall announce his crossing of the finish line on VHF channel 71 to the race committee boat, Kayak with Ferdinand as backup, so that the race committee can record the finish time.  Each finisher will announce his crossing of the finish line by giving his boat

name and the word “mark”.  

9.3
After finishing each competitor may proceed to PCYC at his/her’s own pace.

9.4
Competitors who do not finish shall inform the race committee boat on channel 71 
that they have dropped out of the race.

10
TIME LIMIT
First boat must finish by 1600 hours or the race will be abandoned.  Yachts failing to finish

within 2.5 hours after the first yacht finishes will be scored “DNF”.

11
SCORING
Scoring will be by corrected time (elapsed time - spot time).

TROPHIES
