SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

February 8, 2003
1. RULES

1.1 This series will be governed by the 2001-2004 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), including prescriptions of the United States Sailing Association (USSA), the rules of the Southern California PHRF Fleet or those of the class of boat competing as a class, (except as any of these rules are altered by these Sailing  Instructions), and by these Sailing Instructions
1.2 PHRF Area RLC handicaps for the Santa Barbara Area shall be used.. Class breaks will be determined based on entries received as of 1000 hours on the morning of the race.

2. ENTRIES

2.1 Eligible yachts may enter by completing registration with the Santa Barbara Yacht Club no later than 1000 hours the day of the race. Exceptions are at the discretion of the Race Committee.

2.2 Eligible competitors shall have valid 2003 PHRF Certificates on file with the Race Committee to be eligible to be scored for this race.

3. ENTRY FEES

4.  NOTICES TO COMPETITORS/ SKIPPERS MEETING

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located on the SBYC lower deck no later than 1005 hours on the day of the race.

5.  CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
Any change in the sailing instructions will be posted by 1005 hours on the day it will take effect.

6.  SIGNAL MADE FROM COMMITTEE BOAT
6.1 Signals made on the water will be made as shown on the inside back cover of the RRS.

8.  RACING AREA

The racing area will be on the Pacific Ocean near Santa Barbara.

9.  THE COURSE

The course will be:

Start

Orange Inflatable to Port (½ mile off Goleta Pier)

X-mark to Starboard (as referenced on the 2002 SBYC course chart)

Orange Inflatable to Starboard (½ mile off  Fernald Point AKA Sharks cove)

X-mark to PORT (as referenced on the 2002 SBYC course chart)

K-mark to Port (as referenced on the 2002 SBYC course chart)

Finish

10. MARKS
Marks will be a triangular orange inflatable.  In case of a missing mark, a race committee  boat will display code flag ‘M’ and shall be rounded in the appropriate direction.

11.  THE START

11.1  There will be one start for all classes.
11.2  Races will be started in accordance with RRS 26.
11.3  The Start will be between X-Mark and G-Mark off the SBYC Clubhouse.

11.4  Signals will be from the SBYC upper deck.

12.  OVER EARLY SIGNALS

Individual recalls will be signaled by displaying code flag ‘X’ and a sound signal immediately after the infraction.

13.  SHORTEN COURSE / NOTICES ON THE WATER

13.1 A shortened course may be signaled by displaying code flag ‘S’ and making two sound signals before the lead boat reaches a mark of the course.  This modifies RRS 32.  

13.2  On a shortened course, the finish shall be between the Race Committee boat and the mark to be rounded.  If the course is to be shortened at ‘X’ mark, the RC may be positioned on the yacht club deck.

14.  THE FINISH

The finish line will be between marks ‘X’ and ‘G’ as described on the SBYC course chart.

15.  PROTEST

Protests shall be written on forms available in the SBYC main hallway and lodged within one hour after the time of the last yacht’s finish.

16.  SCORING

The Low Point System, Appendix A4 the RRS, will apply. 

17.  TROPHIES

Trophies will be awarded to the winners of each class as follows:
