1. Rules:  The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing and the prescriptions of US Sailing, the J-105 Class Rules, the 2003 Lipton Cup Guidelines, this Notice of Race and the Sailing Instructions.  Within the above articles, the later listed article shall supercede the earlier listed article.

2. Class:  Class legal J-105’s shall be used.
3. Entry: SBYC member skippers shall enter by completing a SBYC entry form available in the main hallway and returning the completed form to the SBYC Race office before 1000 hours on Saturday, March 1st, 2003.

4. Schedule of Events: Six races total are scheduled.  The warning signal for the first race, each race day, shall be at 1200 hours.
5. Skippers Meeting: A skippers meeting will be held at 1000 hours on March 1st and March 8th, 2003.

6. Sailing Instructions: Sailing Instructions will be available in the SBYC Clubhouse and on www.sbyc.org beginning February 21th, 2003.

7. Weight/crewmember restrictions:  The J-105 class weight rule has been eliminated for this event.  Each boat shall sail with a crew of 6.  Crewmembers shall be members of Santa Barbara Yacht Club or be approved by the Lipton Cup Chairperson, Ken Clements.  All SBYC crewmembers shall be eligible and available to sail in the finals of the Lipton Cup on May 17-18th.
8. Courses:  Courses shall be windward-leeward courses with the intent of replicating the courses to be sailed in Lipton Cup as closely as possible.

9. Appeals:  Rulings made by the jury of the Lipton Cup Sailoff shall be final and not eligible for appeal.  

10. Scoring:  The low point scoring system of Appendix A shall be used except that a yacht’s score shall be the total points for all races.  Six races are scheduled with three races necessary to constitute a series.

11.  Prizes:  The winning helmsman shall represent the Santa Barbara Yacht Club at 
the Lipton Cup in San Diego on May 17-18th, 2003.
