Sailing Instructions: International 14 Nationals: 6/27-29/03

SBSC, SBYC, and the International 14 Class Association

1. RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of US Sailing, the rules of the International 14 Class Association, and the Notice of Race, except as modified by these Sailing Instructions.  

1.2 All competitors shall be members in good standing with International 14 Class.

2. NOTICE TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official regatta board located at the registration desk near the public launch ramp at Santa Barbara Harbor.  

3. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Any change to the sailing instructions made ashore will be posted at the regatta board before 1200 hours on Friday and Saturday, and before 1000 on Sunday, except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 hours on the day before it will take effect.

3.2 Any change to the sailing instructions made on the water will be hailed to each 

competing yacht when the Race Committee is displaying code flag ‘Lima’ (yellow and black squares).

4. SCHEDULE OF RACES

Friday, June 27,  2003


First Warning signal: 1400 hours


Subsequent races to follow.  Four races will be attempted

Saturday, June 28, 2003

First Warning signal: approximately 1400 hours, at the Semana Nautica Committee boat.  

Long Distance race to follow immediately after.

Sunday, June 29, 2003


First Warning signal: 1200 hours


Subsequent races to follow.


No warning signal will be given after 1500 hours.


Awards ceremony at Launch Ramp: 1700 hours

5. RACING AREA

Friday: the racing area will be outside Santa Barbara Harbor approximately .5 miles southwest of the harbor entrance.

Saturday: the racing area will be at the offshore line of the Semana Nautica races, approximately 1.5 miles southwest of the harbor entrance

Sunday: the racing area will be outside Santa Barbara Harbor approximately .5 miles southeast of the harbor entrance.

6. THE COURSE

The course is as displayed on Addendum ‘A’.  

7. MARKS

7.1 Friday:

7.1.1 The weather mark is SBYC mark F.

7.1.2 Reach, leeward, and start/finish marks are yellow or orange tetrahedrons.

7.2 Saturday:

7.2.1 For the first Saturday race, all marks are yellow or orange tetrahedrons .

7.2.2 Long Distance Race:

7.2.2.1 SBYC marks A, H, E, G and H are white cylinders.

7.2.2.2 The finish marks are SBYC marks G and F.

7.3  Sunday:  All marks are orange or yellow tetrahedrons.

8. THE START

8.1 Friday and Sunday races will be started using a 3 minute sequence, a modified Appendix Q- Sound-Signal Starting Sequence as referenced in the U.S. Sailing Prescriptions. Flags will be flown as follows: Class Flag goes up at 3 minutes; Prep flag up at 2 minutes; Prep flag down at 1 minute, Class Flag down at Start.

8.2 Saturday races will be started using the sequence described in Rule 26. (Class flag is a blue "D", goes up at 5 minutes;  prep flag up at 4 minutes; prep flag down at 1 minute; class flag down at start)

8.3 The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange or red flag on the race committee boat and a tetrahedron or ball at the other end.  The Start Line is NOT restricted.

9. PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

9.1 Protest forms are available from the main hallway of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.  Protests shall be delivered to the race committee within the protest time limit.

9.2 The protest time limit is 90 minutes after the last boat has finished 


the last race of the day. The same protest time limit applies to all protests by the 


race committee and to requests for redress.  This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2.

10. SCORING

11.1 The low point scoring system of Appendix A will apply.  One throwout will be allowed if at least six races are completed..

      10.2 Four races are required to be completed to constitute a series.
