
U.S. SABOTS AND SEASHELLS

2003 SEMANA NAUTICA REGATTA
HOSTED BY SANTA BARBARA YACHT CLUB

JUNE 28-29, 2003

1. RULES

The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing, the rules of the U.S Sabot Class and Seashell Class Rules, and by these sailing instructions.

2. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located near the staff on the beach.  Any changes to the schedule of races will be posted the day before on the lower deck of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.

3. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 1045 hours on the day it will take effect, except the race committee may change the sailing instructions while on the water by flying code flag ‘L’ and verbally notifying all competitors of the change.  If the R/C flies code flag ‘L’ all competitors are to sail by the race committee boat for the change.  Any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 on the day before it will take effect.

4. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed at the staff, however during racing, signals made ashore will be displayed by the race committee mast.

5. SCHEDULE OF RACES
Five races are scheduled on Saturday, three races are scheduled for Sunday.  First scheduled time of warning is 1200 hours on Saturday and 1300 hours on Sunday.  A skipper’s meeting will be held near the registration table at 1030 hours on Saturday and 1200 hours on Sunday.

6. CLASS FLAGS

Sabot A and Sabot B fleets will not use class flags for their starts. The next class to start will be hailed.   Sabot C’s class flag shall be a code flag ‘C.  The Seashell’s class flag shall be a code flag ‘D’.  

7. RACING AREAS

Sabot A’s and Sabot B’s will sail on a course immediately offshore of Stearns Wharf.  Sabot C’s and Seashells will sail on a course off of Seashell Beach.  If conditions dictate, other classes may be raced off of Seashell Beach at the discretion of the Race Committee.

8. THE COURSES

The course chart shall be distributed at the skipper’s meeting.  A separate course chart shall be used for racing on Sunday.
9. MARKS

Marks for the course outside the harbor shall be orange tetrahedrons.  Marks on the course off Seashell Beach shall be red/orange balls.

10. THE START

Races on the outside course will be started using the Sound-Signal Starting System, Appendix Q.  The starting line for the outside course will be between an orange flag on the race committee boat and a round orange mark.   
The inside course will be started using a modified version of Rule 26 as follows:

The start for the inside line will be between two red balls.

The starting line is restricted except when starting or finishing or when correcting a starting or finishing error.
11. OBSTRUCTION

An imaginary line that begins at the furthest west swim bouy and passes through each contiguous swim bouy towards Stearns Wharf is classified as an obstruction.  Boats who cross this imaginary line into the navigational channel shall immediately return to the swim area and retire from the race.

12. THE FINISH

The finish line will be the same line as the starting line—between two orange balls.  The starting/finishing line shall not be crossed except when starting or finishing or correcting a starting or finishing error.
13. PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

Protests forms are available from the race committee ashore.  Protests shall be delivered within the protest time limit.  Any boat intending to protest shall notify the race committee immediately after finishing the race in which the incident occurred.  For each class the protest time limit is 45 minutes after the race committee returns to the dock for the outside course and 45 minutes after the last boat finishes the final race of the day of the inside course.
14. SCORING

The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A shall apply.  Three races are required to constitute as series.  For Semana Nautica scoring, the best three races from Saturday will be scored with all races from Sunday. (This modifies RRS A2)

For the Sabot High Point, all Saturday’s races sailed shall be scored.  All competitors, whether signed up for the High Point or not, racing shall be scored.  For High Point classification, all competitors not in the High Point shall be dropped from the final scores and High Point competitors moved up.

15. SAFETY REGULATIONS

All competitors are required to check-in with the race committee before the first warning each day.  Any boat that retires from a race and/or returns to shore from the outside course shall notify the race committee.

All Marks shall be rounded to port.

Reminder- The start/finish line is restricted except when starting or finishing
