February 7, 2004
1. RULES

1.1 This series will be governed by the 2001-2004 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), including prescriptions of the United States Sailing Association (USSA), the rules of the Southern California PHRF Fleet or those of the class of boat competing as a class, (except as any of these rules are altered by these Sailing  Instructions), and by these Sailing Instructions.  
1.2 PHRF Area RLC handicaps for the Santa Barbara Area shall be used.  Class breaks will be determined based on entries received as of 1000 hours on the morning of the race.

1.3 This race is a Category 3 race.  All boats are required to carry proper equipment for the race.

2. ENTRIES

2.1 Eligible yachts may enter by completing registration with the Santa Barbara Yacht Club no later than 1000 hours the day of the race. Exceptions are at the discretion of the Race Committee.

2.2 Eligible competitors shall have valid 2004 PHRF Certificates on file with the Race Committee to be eligible to be scored for this race.

8.  RACING AREA

The racing area will be on the Pacific Ocean near Santa Barbara.

9.  THE COURSE

The course will be:

Start

Platform C to port
Platform Hogan to port

Platform C to starboard

Red/White Bell Bouy to port

Finish

The course distance is 19.5 nautical miles.

10. MARKS
The Platforms will be as referenced on NOAA Chart 18725.  
The Red/White Bell Bouy is the entrance channel marker for S.B. Harbor

11.  THE START

11.1  There will be one start for all classes.
11.2  Races will be started in accordance with RRS 26.
11.3  The Start will be between the R/C boat and X mark off the SBYC Clubhouse.

12.  OVER EARLY SIGNALS

Individual recalls will be signaled by displaying code flag ‘X’ and a sound signal immediately after the infraction.

13.  THE FINISH

The finish line will be between marks ‘F’ and ‘G’ as described on the SBYC course chart.

15.  PROTEST

Protests shall be written on forms available in the SBYC main hallway and lodged within one hour after the time of the last yacht’s finish.

16.  SCORING

The Low Point System, Appendix A4 the RRS, will apply.
