2004 Lipton Cup Challenge Sail-Off

NOR & Sailing Instructions

1. RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the ‘Rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing and the prescriptions of US Sailing, the rules of the J-105 Class, , the Southwestern Yacht Club’s Notice of Race, and by these Sailing Instructions.  Within the above articles, the later listed article shall supercede the earlier listed article.

1.2 Southwestern YC’s Notice of Race sections 1.1, 2, 3.2, 3.6, 4 [except 4.3 as modified by 18.1 herein], 5, 6.3, 7, 8 and 9 are deleted for the Santa Barbara Yacht Club Sail-off.

1.3 All boats are limited to six crewmembers of which four shall be members of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.  No non-members shall be professional sailors (Category 2 or 3 under ISAF’s Competitor Eligibility Code).  The crew weight limit will not be checked nor shall protests of breaching the weight limit be valid.

2. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located on the SBYC lower deck.

3. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1
Any change to the Sailing Instructions will be posted before 1045 hours on the day it will take effect, however any change to the schedule of races shall be posted before 1800 hours on the day before the change will take effect.

3.2 Any change to the Sailing Instructions made on the water shall be orally hailed to competing boats by the Race Committee boat after displaying code flag ‘Lima’.  On the water changes to the Sailing Instructions may be made at any time boats are not racing.

4. SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
Signals made ashore will be displayed from the yardarm of the flagpole on the Santa Barbara Yacht Club’s upper deck.

5. SCHEDULE OF RACES

5.1
Racing is scheduled as follows:

5.2 The warning signal for the first race each day will be at 1255 hours.

5.3 One additional race may be sailed on a scheduled race day so long as no more than four races are sailed on any given day and no more than six races are sailed for the series.
5.4 No warning signal will be made after 1700 hours each day.

6. CLASS FLAGS
The J-105 Class flag will be a Red Flag with a white ‘A’.

7. RACING AREA
The racing area will be the Pacific Ocean off of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.  The race committee will attempt to run races within viewing distance from the Santa Barbara Yacht Club, however if conditions do not permit, the racing area may be moved.

8. COURSES

8.1 All courses shall be windward-leeward.  Attachment A presents the courses, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on which each mark is to be left.

8.2 The windward mark shall be set between .5 and 1.25 nautical miles upwind of the starting line.

8.3 Yachts shall not cross an imaginary line drawn from Ledbetter beach, through each consecutive S.B. City swim buoy and returning perpendicular to Ledbetter Beach.  Any yacht that crosses this imaginary line while racing shall exit the area and retire immediately.

9. MARKS


All marks shall be yellow inflatable tetrahedrons.

10. THE START

10.1
Races will be started by using Rule 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the starting signal.

10.2 
The Race Committee will attempt to signal its intention to begin a sequence by multiple short horn blasts approximately 1 minute before the warning signal.  These sound signals are not part of the starting sequence and failure to signal shall not be grounds for protest or redress.

10.3
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Race 


Committee boat at the starboard end and the port-end starting mark.  The race committee boat may place an orange round buoy, attached to the boat, downwind of the Race Committee boat.  If the buoy is in the water, yachts may not pass between the buoy and the race committee boat.  

10.4
Over-early yachts will be signaled per Rule 29.2.  The Race Committee shall attempt a hail of the yacht’s sail number.  Failure to hail, failure to hear the hail or order of hails shall not be grounds for redress.  It is the yacht’s sole responsibility to start correctly.


10.5
The race committee will attempt to hail ‘On Course Side’ yachts on VHF channel 71.

11. CHANGE OF COURSE

11.1
To change the position of the next mark, the race committee will move the original mark (or the finishing line) to a new position.  The change will be signaled before the leading boat has begun the leg, although the mark may not yet be in the new position.  Any mark to be rounded after rounding the moved mark may be relocated without further signaling to maintain the course configuration.


11.2 The race committee may shorten a course at the leeward mark.  The change will be signaled before the leading boat has finished the shortened leg.  The shortened course shall be signaled by displaying code flag ‘S’ with two sound signals.  Yachts shall finish in the direction from the last rounded mark.


12. THE FINISH
The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Race Committee boat and a nearby tetrahedron on the other end.

13. PENALTY SYSTEM
Rule 44.2 is changed so that the 720-degree turn is replaced by a 360-degree turn.

14. TIME LIMITS

14.1
The first boat shall finish within 2 hours of the start or the race will be abandoned.

14.2
Boats failing to finish within 30 minutes of the first boat sailing the course and finishing will be scored Did Not Finish.  This changes Rules 35 and A4.1.

15. PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

15.1
Protest forms are available in the main hallway of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club. Protests shall be delivered to the Lipton Cup Challenge Chair (LCC Chair) within the protest time limit.

15.2
The protest time limit is 60 minutes after the Race Committee boat returns to the dock.  

15.3
Hearings will be held as soon as practical following racing each day.

15.4
For the purpose of Rule 64.3(b) the ‘authority responsible’ is the measurer appointed by the organizing authority.

15.5 On the last day of the regatta a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the party requesting reopening was informed on the decision on that day.  This changes Rule 66.


15.6 Decisions of the Jury are final.  Protests shall not be appealed.

16. SCORING

16.1
The Low Point scoring system of Appendix A will apply, except that, a yacht’s regatta score shall be the sum of all races.

16.2
Three races are required to constitute a series.

17. SAFETY REGULATIONS

17.1 A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible.

18. REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT

18.1 Substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior approval of the LCC Chair.

18.2 Substitution of damaged or lost equipment will not be allowed unless approved by the LCC Chair.  Requests for substitution shall be made to the LCC Chair at the first reasonable opportunity.

19. EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS
A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions. 

20.
 PRIZES

20.1
The skipper with the lowest regatta score shall serve as the Santa Barbara Yacht Club’s skipper at the 2003 Lipton Cup Regatta at San Diego Yacht Club.

20.2 
The yacht’s placing first through third at the Lipton Cup Sail-Off shall receive      take home trophies.

21. DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk.  See RRS Rule 4, Decision to Race.  The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
