1. RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the ‘rules’ as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of US Sailing, the rules of 
the relevant class, and the Notice of Race, except as modified by these Sailing Instructions.  

1.2 All competitors shall be members in good standing with their respective Class.

2. NOTICE TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official regatta board located on the lower deck of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.  

3. CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

3.1 Any change to the sailing instructions made ashore will be posted at the regatta board before 1045 hours on Saturday, and before 1000 on Sunday, except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 hours on the day before it will take effect.

3.2 Any change to the sailing instructions made on the water will be hailed to each 

competing yacht when the Race Committee is displaying code flag ‘Lima’ (yellow and black squares).

4. SCHEDULE OF RACES

Saturday, June 26, 2004
First Warning signal: 1200 hours

Subsequent races to follow

Sunday, June 27, 2004

First Warning signal: 1200 hours


Subsequent races to follow.


No warning signal will be given after 1530 hours.


Awards ceremony at Yacht Club: 1700 hours

5. RACING AREA

Saturday and Sunday: the racing area will be outside Santa Barbara Harbor approximately .5 miles southwest of the harbor entrance.

6. THE COURSE

The course will be hailed prior to the starting sequence.  Courses are as displayed on Addendum ‘OUTSIDE COURSE’.  

7. MARKS

Windward mark 1 (W1) will be an orange tetrahedron.  Windward mark 2 (W2), Reach mark (R) and the Leeward Gate (Gate) will be yellow tetrahedrons.

8. THE START

8.1 Races will be started using Appendix Q- Sound-Signal Starting System.  The class to be started and the course will be hailed prior to commencement of the starting sequence.  
8.2 The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the race committee boat and a tetrahedron or ball at the other end.  
8.3 A boat starting more than four minutes after its starting signal will be scored Did Not Start.  This changes rule A4.1.

9. THE FINISH

The finish will be between a blue cone on the race committee boat and an orange ball on the starboard side of the race committee boat.

10. PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

10.1 Protest forms are available from the main hallway of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.  Protests shall be delivered to the race committee within the protest time limit.

10.2 The protest time limit is 60 minutes after the race committee boat returns to the dock. The same protest time limit applies to all protests by the race committee and to requests for redress.  This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2.

11. SCORING

11.1 The low point scoring system of Appendix A will apply.  One throwout will be allowed if at least six races are completed. (This modifies A.4)
      11.2 Three races are required to be completed to constitute a series.
