5. Boat Dockage
Dockage fees are $.60 per foot per night.The first six boats to arrive will be stored at the club’s end tie.  Entry forms and fees received by July 22 will have reserved berthing. All others will be assigned by the Harbor Patrol after you enter the harbor, on a first come first serve basis only. (Call Harbor Master on Channel 16)  All visiting boats must check in with the Harbor Patrol in order to register and receive a dye tablet for their holding tank.
