SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1. RULES
The regatta shall be governed by the “rules” as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing, the applicable Class Rules and these Sailing Instructions.
2.  
ADVERTISING AND EVENT CLASSIFICATION

Advertising is allowed as described in RRS Appendix 1. Unless otherwise prescribed in the Notice of Race published for this event and in amended Sailing Instructions, this event shall be classified as a Category C event as described in RRS Appendix 1.

3.  
SAFETY: The following section supplements RRS 1.

3.1 
GENERAL: Notwithstanding anything in these Sailing Instructions, it is the personal responsibility of each competitor to sail safely and to wear a life jacket, or Personal Flotation Device (PFD), or other personal buoyancy device approved by the National Authority having jurisdiction and adequate protective clothing as conditions warrant. If wind, wave, or water conditions make you doubtful of your ability to handle the conditions, please retire from the race.

ELECTRICAL POWER LINES - AVOID!!!  Before raising the mast, and ALWAYS while sailing, check for and avoid low overhead electrical power lines.  When launching from shore, docking, or landing, check for and avoid low overhead power lines.  If you see a power line, AVOID IT!   A MAST COMING IN CONTACT OR EVEN NEAR AN ELECTRICAL POWER LINE CAN CAUSE SERIOUS INJURY OR DEATH TO PEOPLE ON OR TOUCHING THE BOAT!

4.  
ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
4.1
ENTRY FORMS: Each entry shall have a Hobie Class Association member aboard and file a written registration entry form with the race organizer prior to racing.  Incomplete forms will not be accepted.

4.2
OFFICIAL ENTRY: An entry is official when posted on the master scorecard.

4.3
ERRORS OR OMISSIONS: Incomplete or inaccurate entry information may result in disqualification during or following the regatta.

4.4
SAIL NUMBERS: Sail numbers shall match the entry form and be readable from both sides of the sail.

5.   
CHANGES IN THE SAILING INSTRUCTIONS / NOTICES TO COMPETITORS
5.1
LOCATION: The location of the Official Regatta Notice Board will be the Bulletin Board on the side of the Race Headquarters motorhome located in the Ledbetter Beach West parking lot.

5.2
CHANGES: Changes in the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the Official Regatta Notice Board one hour before the first race on the day the change takes effect.  Schedule changes will be posted by 8:00 p.m. the previous day.

5.3    NOTICES: All other notices to competitors will be posted on the Official Regatta Notice Board.

6.  
SCHEDULE OF RACES AND EVENTS
6.1 STARTING TIME: The planned time of the Warning Signal for the first race of each day will be announced at the Competitors’ Meeting.
6.2 RACE SEQUENCE: Races each day will be held back-to-back from the first race of the day unless modified at the Skippers' Meeting or by signals made on the water by the Race Committee.

SKIPPERS' MEETINGS: A Skippers' Meeting will be held at 10:00 AM on both Saturday and Sunday at the Regatta Headquarters motorhome in the Harbor West Parking Lot.
7.  
DESCRIPTIONS OF MARKS
7.1 MARKS: All marks with the exception of the Spinnaker Class weather mark will be Yellow Tetrahedrons. The weather mark for the Spinnaker Class shall be an Orange inflatable mark. The leeward end of the start and finish lines will be round inflatables. The weather end of the start line will be an orange flag on the Signal Boat. The weather end of the finish line will be an orange flag on the Finish Boat. 

7.2
BARGING BUOY: A barging buoy may be set behind the Race Committee signal boat as a warning to skippers to keep clear of the starting boat when starting or finishing a race.  A barging buoy is NOT an extension of the starting boat or a mark of the course. There is no penalty for touching the barging buoy.

8.  
RACE STARTS AND STARTING SEQUENCE
8.1
STARTING SIGNALS: The starting signals shall be in accordance with RRS 26.  The warning signal for each succeeding class shall be made with or after the starting signal of the preceding class for the first start of each days racing. All subsequent starts will be by class soon after the last boat of the class finishes the prior race (rolling starts).  

8.2
FLEET STARTING SEQUENCE: Fleets will start (generally fastest to slowest) following the first start as stated in Paragraph 8.1 of the Sailing Instructions.  The start sequence will be posted on the Official Regatta Notice Board and announced at the skippers meeting.

8.3
SMALL FLEETS: A fleet of less than five (5) boats may be started with another fleet at the discretion of the Race Committee.  This change will be announced at the initial Skippers' Meeting and posted on the Official Regatta Notice Board. Fleets with less than five (5) boats may be required to sail in a Portsmouth Rating Class.

8.4
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE: When signals are made ashore they shall conform to RRS Race Signals and their location ashore will be the Official Headquarters motorhome in the parking lot.

8.5
INDIVIDUAL RECALLS: "Individual Recall" (Code Flag "X") shall be in accordance with RRS 29.2.

8.6
GENERAL RECALL: "General Recall" (Code Flag "First Substitute") shall be in accordance with RRS 29.3.

8.7
MINIMUM WIND CONDITION: No race will be started in under 5 knots of wind at all marks of the course.

9.2
COURSE CALLED: The course to be sailed shall be displayed on a white board on the Race Committee signal boat before, or closely following, the display of the Preparatory Signal for each fleet.  This modifies RRS 27.1.
10.  
START / FINISH LINE OBSTRUCTION
10.1
START LINE OBSTRUCTION: The Start Line shall rank as an obstruction at all times.

10.2
FINISH LINE OBSTRUCTION: The Finish Line shall rank as an obstruction at all times.

11.
RETIRING FROM A RACE

NOTIFY THE RACE COMMITTEE: A boat which retires from a race shall notify the Race Committee either before leaving the course area or upon arriving at shore.

12. 
ALTERNATE FINISHES, TIME LIMIT AND RACE VALIDITY
12.1 SHORTENING OR ABANDONING AFTER THE START: Courses may be shortened or abandoned at the Race Committee's discretion in accordance with RRS 32.

12.2 CHANGING THE POSTION OF THE NEXT MARK: Changing the position of the next mark will be in accordance with RRS 33.

12.2
TIME LIMIT: No race time limit is scheduled. The Race Committee may abandon a race at its discretion in accordance with RRS 32.

12.3
FINISHING ON THE WATER: When approximately half of the boats in a race have rounded the last mark, the Race Committee may finish the balance of the boats at the last mark or on the course. The method of finishing and the finish positions awarded each boat are determined by the Race Committee.

13.  
PROTESTS
13.1 PROTEST TIME LIMIT: For each class, the protest time limit is 45 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the day. (the same protest time limit applies to all protests by the race committee and for requests for redress. This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2.) Protest Forms shall be turned in at the Race Headquarters at the Official Motorhome in the parking lot. 

13.2
SIGNALING A PROTEST: A boat protesting another boat shall follow RRS 61.1 (a) with the following provisions and modifications:

(a)
The definition of the "first reasonable opportunity" for hailing "Protest" is IMMEDIATELY following the incident. 

14.  
ALTERNATE PENALTIES
14.1
IHCA 360-DEGREE RULE: (This modifies rules 44.1 and 44.2.) A boat that may have broken a rule of Part 2 while racing may take a penalty at the time of the incident. Her penalty shall be one 360-degree Turns Penalty in either direction subject to the following changes and provisions:

(a)
A 360-degree Turns Penalty consists of one tack and one gybe, or one gybe and one tack, before resuming course. This modifies RRS 44.2 

15.  
SCORING
15.1
METHOD: Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A will apply. 

15.2 3 Races are required to be completed to constitute a series. 

15.3 THROW OUT RACES: Provided there are four or more races in a regatta, there will be one throw out race allowed in the scoring.

15.3
OTHER SCORING: All of the following may be thrown out if a throw out race is allowed except DSQ-C. Other scoring shall be as follows according to Appendix A4.2:

(a)
DNF - "Did Not Finish" equals the number of entrants plus one. 

(b)
DNS - "Did Not Start" equals the number of entrants plus one. 

(c)
DSQ - "Disqualified" equals the number of entrants plus one. 

(d)
DSQ-C - "Disqualified" (major infringement) equals the number of entrants plus one.  May NOT be thrown out when a throw out race is allowed. This penalty may be awarded by the protest committee for equipment violations, unsportsman-like conduct, abusive profanity, fouls causing injury, material prejudice, or serious damage. Awarding a DSQ-C does not preclude the protest committee taking action under RRS Section C - Gross Misconduct, Rule 69. 

(e)
OCS - On The Course Side equals the number of finishers plus one. 

15.4
TIES: Ties will be broken as written in RRS Appendix A-Scoring, Section A8. 

16. 
FLAGS AND SIGNALS
16.1
FLAG SIGNALS: Flag signals on the water shall be in accordance with RRS Race Signals except as follows:

(a)
"AP," Answering Pennant (red and white vertical bars) POSTPONEMENT SIGNAL - STAND BY.  One minute after the "AP” has been lowered, the next signal displayed will be for the starting sequence signal which was postponed. 

16.2
HOBIEFLEET RIBBONS: Hobie fleet identification ribbons where used should be at least 12" long. They shall be displayed on boats as follows:

(a)
"A" Fleet - Red ribbon flown off of the clew, or boom end, of the main sail. 

(b)
"B" Fleet - Blue ribbon flown off of the end of the first main sail batten above the sail foot. 

(c)
"C" Fleet - Green ribbon flown off of the end of the second main sail batten above the sail foot. 

(d)
Novice Fleet – Pink ribbon flown off the boom. 

17.  
SPECIAL NOTES
17.1 No questions will be answered by the Race Committee on the water.

17.2
OVER-TURNED BOAT: Any boat that requires outside assistance to right their capsized boat will be scored DNF. This modifies RRS 41

18.  
CAUTION! - DANGER! - CAUTION!!!!
ALUMINUM MASTS AND OTHER BOAT COMPONENTS CONDUCT ELECTRICITY!  Coming in contact or even near an electrical power line can cause serious injury or death.  STAY AWAY from low overhead electrical power line when sailing, launching, or landing your boat.  NEVER TRAILER A BOAT WITH THE MAST UP beyond the landing or launching area.  LOOK UP before raising the mast.

19. SWIMMING AREA

19.1 No boat shall sail within the swimming area marked by buoys along the beach area just west of the launch area. The swimming area is determined by a straight line drawn between each of the buoys and from the last buoy on each end directly to the shore at a 90 degree angle.

19.2 When launching, boats shall not launch within the swimming area as described above. Boats must stay to the east of the cones or flags on the beach marking the swimming area.

19.3 When returning to shore boats may not enter the swimming area as described above and must return to the beach east of the cones or flags on the beach marking the swimming area.

19.4 Any boat entering the swimming area will be disqualified from the race during which the incident occurred. If a boat enters the swimming area leaving the beach it will be disqualified in the next race. If a boat enters the swimming area returning to the beach it will be disqualified from the last race it sailed in.

19.5  If a boat enters the swimming area a second time during the regatta it will be disqualified from the regatta and will not be allowed to participate in this regatta in the future.

20 RESTRICTED AREA

Boats shall not pass within 500 yards of the USS Ronald Reagan at any time.  Failure to observe this boundary may result in disqualification.  Your class ribbon will identify you as a race participant for security purposes.
