1. RULES

1.1 This series will be governed by the 2005-2008 Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), including prescriptions US Sailing, the rules of the Southern California PHRF Fleet, and by these Sailing Instructions.  
1.2 PHRF Area RLC handicaps for the Santa Barbara Area shall be used.  Class breaks will be determined based on entries received as of 1000 hours on the morning of the race.


1.3 All boats are required to carry equipment listed for Category 3 races in the PHRF class rules.  This includes boats competing in CHRF and One Design classes.
1.4 CHRF will use the most recent handicap.
2. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

Competition for the Fulmor Pelican Bay perpetual trophy is open to all boats with valid 2006 PHRF Certificates.  All CHRF competitors shall be qualified members of the SBYC Club Handicap Racing Fleet.  One Design boats shall be members in good standing of their respective class associations.  Entry forms are available at SBYC or online at www.sbyc.org and must be returned to the race committee no later than 1000 hours the day of the race. 
3. FLEETS
In addition to the PHRF and CHRF fleets, any one-design class with five or more boats may request a start.
