6. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

7. BOAT STORAGE

Boats may be stored in the parking lot adjacent to the launch ramp during the event
on trailers or on West Beach on dollies. No trailers are allowed on the beach, just
dollies. Trailers and vehicles will be subject to normal parking fees.

8. PENALTY SYSTEM

Rule 44.2 is modified such that only one complete turn, including a tack and a gybe,
shall be required. For the 18 footers only, there shall be no penalty for touching a
mark.

9. SCORING

The low-point scoring system of Appendix A will apply. However, six races must be
completed before a discard may be applied. One race must be completed to
constitute a series.

10. PRIZES
Take home trophies will be awarded to the top finishers in each class on Sunday.
