Orange Bowl 2009

Five SBYSF sailors joined 722 juniors for
the 2009 Orange Bowl International Youth
Regatta in Coconut Grove, Florida. Hosted
by Coral Reef Yacht Club, and sailed in the
beautiful waters of Biscayne Bay, the event
consisted of 12 races sailed in four days. This
year was breezy with 11 races sailed in 13-18
knots. SBYSF sailors posted solid results.

Oliver Toole trophied for a third straight
year, finishing fourth in the 25 boat laser full-
rig class. Annie Rossi braved the enormous
and crowded 135 boat radial starting line
to finish fifty-first. Dane Wilson finished
twenty-fourth of 222 in the Optimist class,
the largest fleet. Carly Shevitz, sailing with
skipper Amanda Taselaar (Scarsdale, NY),
competed in the very competitive 1420 fleet,
which is a qualification event for the 2010
1420 World Championships. In the 90 boat
C420 fleet, Tucker Atterbury and Davey
McBride staged a solid comeback from two
early OCSs to finish thirty-eighth.

I highly recommend this event for next
year’s juniors. Competition and sailing are
superb while travel expenses are less than
other international regattas. Participation and
results from this event are often looked at by

selection committees and college coaches. On

top of it all, the intimate setting of Coconut
Grove, provides a great place for sailors and
parents get to know other sailing families

from across the country. —2Par Toole

Rose Bowl Regatta

Three local area high school teams competed
in the Rose Bowl regatta hosted by the USC
sailing team and by Alamitos Bay Yacht Club
on the weekend of January 2-3. Twenty-
seven colleges from the East Coast to Hawaii
as well as 54 high school teams from all over
California participated in the country’s largest
combined scholastic sailing competition,
with more than 300 sailors rotating off the
beach for the A and B fleet races.

Santa Barbara, Dos Pueblos and Laguna
Blanca high schools were represented at the
regatta. The weather was sunny all weekend,
but wind was hard to find. Only two rotations
were completed on Saturday and just one
on Sunday. Races were held in the small,
crowded inside bays where boats and houses
make for shifty breeze. Since the wind was
light and the courses short, the game plan for
the weekend was to find the pressure and sail
in it. Easier said than done.

Santa Barbara High was our top local
team, placing fifth overall. Dos Pueblos and

Laguna finished the event in twentieth and
twenty-third, respectively. This regatta is the
midpoint of the high school sailing season,
and the last one scheduled in a light-wind
venue. Our local teams are looking forward
to heading up to the Bay Area and sailing in
breeze at the end of February, and also to the
final “regular-season” event of the year, the
Gaucho Regatta, which is held here in Santa
Barbara in March.

SBYSF Spring Programs
SBYSF spring programs have hit the ground
running this year as more than 15 kids came
for the first day of our Opti and FJ Race Team
classes. Both classes are on Friday afternoons
after school, and run from now through
May 21. There is still time to sign up—visit
our Web site at www.sbysf-org for program
information and registration forms.
Optimist Clinics started mid-January
for beginning sailors. These clinics are a
great way to ease your child into sailing, or
to keep them from getting too rusty in the
off-season! The clinics will be held once a
month on Saturdays, from 1la.m.-3 p.m.

Under the leadership of the new Rear Commodore
Dave Baxter, the Sail Policy Committee is already busy.
A series of experiments with the course configuration is
taking place during the Hot Rum races. Feedback from
the racers will then shape any changes to the course
before the Wet Wednesday Series. The proposed changes
are all aimed to create a more tactical race course around
the kelp beds. During the 2009 season, the kelp near
Leadbetter Point have expanded, choking down the
upwind sailing lanes for the club’s regattas. The SPC
hopes that to find a solution that improves the quality of
races while preserving the ability to start races from the
upper deck.

The first Hot Rum took place on a sunny day in
light to medium air. The fleet of almost twenty boats
lined up for a long race, which put the smaller boats far
ahead at the start. For the majority of the first lap, Blues
Crews held a lead. On the second beat, Repear Offender,
Rock & Roll, and Average White Boat traded the lead,
then watched as Skian Dhu and Taxi Dancer rolled past
on the long leg back to D mark. Coming into the finish,
Taxi gained the advantage and won the race. Skian Dhu
placed second, ahead of the above other previous race
leaders.

On the following day, the racers changed gears
dramatically by jumping into the Youth Foundation’s
fleet of FJs for the Centennial Regatta. Each team
represented the winner of one of the club’s 2009 fleet
champions. Several participants were standouts in the
youth sailing programs, and they brought a lot of FJ
knowledge to the table. Early in the four race series, a
close race between four boats set the tone. Jim Yabsley
and Robyn Richards of the PHRF A fleet took the first
race, followed by Pat and Aubrey Toole of the J/24s. The
Melges 24 and PHRF B teams of Eric Stokke and Travis
Benton, and Mickey Ryan and Ed de Vincente were also
in the top group.

All four boats stayed in close contention through-
out the event. However, Pat and Aubrey took the next
three races for the victory. Jim and Robyn placed second,
and Eric and Travis third. All eight teams gained respect
for the instability of the FJs, which were originally
designed for youth sailing. Several sailors took a swim,
especially in the final race in more breeze. Although the
FJ may not be the long term choice to determine the All
Fleet Club Champion, it was certainly a step away from
the ordinary for all of the sailors involved.
