As you undoubtedly have read and heard, our Yachts of Love 
will be at it again on Sunday, September 11, when we host 
our seventh annual charity regatta. I am so pleased to have 
the honor of serving as this year’s chair person.

We once again have 
an incredible group of committee members who are giving their 
time (and money) to plan and execute a fun and productive 
fundraising event.

Rear Commodore Lufkin elaborated on the race 
format, optional contribution, and associated trophies in her 
article. The most important aspect of the regatta is to run a 
fun race. This is one of the few times during the year when we
