SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
1
RULES
1.1
This SBYC Club Handicap Racing Fleet (CHRF) race will be governed by the 2001-2004

Racing Rules of Sailing, the prescriptions of the USSA, (except as are altered by these sailing

instructions), and by these sailing instructions. 

1.2
Any yacht going inside the swim buoys into the swimming area will be disqualified.   

1.3
All competitors shall be equipped with safety equipment for PHRF Category III or as

a minimum Category IV races.

1.4.
To become eligible for race trophies, participants must first have completed three CHRF

races to establish a handicap rating.
2
ENTRIES

Eligible yachts will be considered entered by completing the SBYC Race Entry Form (a one time

requirement) and submitted to the CHRF.  First time competitors will be assigned a handicap rating

by the fleet handicap committee.
3
NOTICE TO COMPETITORS
3.1
Santa Barbara foghorn has been relocated to the breakwater side of the entrance.

3.2
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice chalkboard located on the SBYC

lower deck before 1245 hours on the day of the race. 

3.3
The SBYC time clock will be used by the Race Committee as the official timing device and

will made be available for skippers to set their timers.

3.4
Race competitors shall monitor VHF Channel 71.

3.5
If the race check-in (paragraph 2) was not completed, competitors shall announce their

entry over VHF Channel 71 at least 30 minutes prior to their start.

3.5
When orange inflatable marks are used, these shall take precedence over any other

appearing marks.
4
SKIPPERS MEETING
A skipper’s meeting will be not be held due to the opening day ceremonies. 
5
CHANGES IN SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Changes to these sailing instructions will be posted on the official notice chalk board located on the

SBYC lower deck and posted before 1245 hours on the day of the race.
6
SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

Signals made ashore will be displayed from the SBYC yardarm.
7
SCHEDULE OF RACES

7.1
One race  will be held on Sunday,  March 2, 2003 at 1415 hours.

7.2
The preparation signal  for the race will be at 1410 hours.

7.3
The race will be conducted as a mass start.
8
RACING AREA

The racing area starting line will be in front of the Santa Barbara Yacht Club.
9
THE COURSE

9.1
Course to be sailed will be taken from the current 2003 CHRF Course Chart.  The course

will be selected by the Race Committee and it’s corresponding designation will be posted from the

SBYC deck. 

10
MARKS
10.1
Marks will be as designed on the current 2003 SBYC Course Chart.

10.2
In the event of missing marks, boats shall notify the race committee and return to

the starting line as soon as possible for a restart.
11
THE START


11.1 Races will be started in accordance with race rule 26. The times are approximate.

11.2  The start will be between marks X and G, as shown on the 2003 SBYC Course Chart.

11.3  Start times may be changed on the day of the race to consolidate fleets with

insufficient entries.

11.4 Boats whose preparatory signal has not been made shall keep clear of the starting

area and of all boats whose preparatory signal has been made.

12
RECALLS

The Race Committee will attempt to identify the over early boat(s) on Channel 71.
13
THE FINISH

The finish line will be between marks X and G as shown on the current 2003 SBYC Course Chart. 

The Race Committee will fire a gun identifying the first boat to finish and sound a horn for the remaining finishers.

14
TIME LIMIT
First boat must finish within 2 ½ hours of the class starting time or the race will be abandoned.  Yachts failing to finish within 60 minutes after the first yacht finished, will be scored “DNF”.
15
PROTESTS
15.1
Protest, if any, shall be lodged on USSA standard forms available in the SBYC hallway, and

must be delivered to the Race Committee within one hour of the finish.

15.2
Protests involving an infringement of a rule of Part 2 of the Racing Rules will be subject to

nonbinding arbitration in accordance with SBYC Protest Arbitration Guidelines.  
16
SCORING
16.1  Scoring will be by corrected time (elapsed time – spot time).

16.2  One race shall constitute the series. There is no throwout.

16.3    In the event of poor weather, the race may be rescheduled or abandoned.


17
PRIZES
17.1
Race day trophies will be awarded at the yacht club approximately 30 minutes after the last

boat finishes. Individual trophies will be awarded based upon the number of starters. Trophies will be awarded to the top half of the fleet.

The Casper II Trophy will be presented at the annual trophy dinner.
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
